Veterinary Market Dynamics Report, VMDR, is
an annual report providing canine, feline, and
equine, diagnoses, procedures, and therapeutic
regimens.

VMDR report has three major categories:

Therapeutic Class and Diagnosis Proce-
dure Summarydprovides visit and patient
demographic data for diagnostic classes and
each individual diagnosis and procedure.

Product Proyles®each product proyle
includes details on distribution of animal health
parameters, diagnosis, regions and other prod-
uct use proyle.

Market Share by Diagnosis by Patient
Visits®dshows market share of each drug class
and individual product for a given diagnosis or
procedure.

Method and instrument

Veterinary Disease and Therapeutic study collects
information with a paper booklet, which consists
of two parts. One is a log of small animal vac-
cinations and heartworm preventatives; another
is detailed single patient medical or surgical case
form. Data from 2 to 5 consecutive days of vet-
erinary doctor activity are collected twice a year
from about 350 doctors.

For instance, vaccination and heartworm informa-
tion includes: species, sex, breed, weight, age,
number of visits, diagnosis; productsi manu-
facturer and brand names, product strength,
form, daily dosage of frequency, and duration of
treatment.

Patient medical and surgical cases forms provide
data on species, breed, sex, case date, weight,
age, number of visits, primary diagnosis, second-
ary diagnosis, referral for specialist mark; drug,
dietary product or nutritional, name, package size
or strength, for, daily doses or frequency, length
of therapy.

A Tracked the emerging disease category KCS,
or Dry Eye, which has given rise to several new
product opportunities.

A Monitored the increased attention veterinarians
have given to dental infections or prophylaxis.
This has spawned several new treatments and
nutritionals.

A Identiyed the potential market for extending the
life of canines diagnosed with congestive heart
failure, or improving their quality-of-life. This led to
the launch of an ACE inhibitor.

A Identiyed the large incidence of lacerations and
wounds without any speciyc product in their
therapeutic plan. This highlighted the need for a
prescription diet product during these periods of
debilitation.

A Highlighted the large incidence of roundworms,
hookworms, and whipworms concomitant with
heartworm disease, conyrming the need for a
broad-spectrum parasiticide.
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
